River Fox Train 
Built in 1911 by the Northern Electric Company, the River Fox Train’s 10-mile track originally 
transported passengers throughout the Sacramento area. While electric passenger service 
ended in 1941, the line continued operating with diesel freight, linking the fertile farmlands of 
the Sacramento Valley with markets across California. In 2003, Sierra Railroad merged with the 
Yolo Shortline, maintaining freight service and reviving passenger excursions under the name 
Sacramento River Train. Today, the line operates as the River Fox Train under Mendocino 
Railway, a Class III common carrier, and the line continues to be used in interstate commerce. A 
sister line to the world-famous Skunk Train built in 1885, the River Fox Train offers a blend of 
history and experience with scenic Railbike rides, relaxing beer and wine trains, and festive 
holiday adventures that celebrate the nostalgic charm of California rail travel. 
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
